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Hello Alessandro,

In case all the other methods are not to your liking here is another: Switched capacitor filters. They are not so
much 'en vogue' anymore these days since everyone uses DSP but I believe LTC and National still offer these
chips. In case this is for series production you'd have to make sure the chips stay around for a while though.

That gets you around most of the large capacitor tolerance issues.
